Attendees stated that they learnt the following from the day:

Not so much new rather reinforced and stimulated work and continued effort.

Ideas from American and NZ programmes. Reinforcement of strategic planning.

Strategies, ideas and new networks.

Reinforced environmental change as being the top priority that supports behavioural change.
Reinforced importance of partnership & environmental change - need to increase work here and in policy change.
Ideas for more coalition building for advocacy to secure policy change and environmental change.
Think much more about how to influence change – set up partnerships to help do that.

In terms of obesity; nutrition probably has a greater impact than physical activity.
An appreciation of NGO perspective and efforts & where we are complementary.
Strategic priorities instruments.
Staying in touch with some overseas colleagues. Consider pros & con’s when evaluating commercial partnerships. Think about strategic priorities when designing research.
More that issues I have been banging on about where validated and there was a great feeling of support for the direction we should be taking.
Advocacy best value for money. Nutrition more effective for change than physical activity.

Sponsorship criteria, focus on environmental change, importance of partnerships for advocacy, increase public outrage!

How to establish better flow of info to/from colleagues from overseas.

Advocacy best bang for buck. Children’s TV potential strong influence.
Importance of and mechanisms for making some environmental changes in own organisation.
New inspiration of my role of National Cancer Centre in building a 5ADAY programme.
