 The National Nutrition, Physical Activity, and Obesity Prevention Program 
Overview

The Program is a response to the growing epidemic of overweight and obesity in the United States. Through a cooperative agreement process, the program provides funds to states for up to five years. This is a comprehensive program designed to help states prevent obesity by addressing two closely related risk factors — poor nutrition and inadequate physical activity. 
The State Programs
In FY 2004, CDC awarded funding in amounts ranging from $250,000- $450,000 to 17 states to hire professional staff, plan and organize their efforts, and generally build their capacity for obesity prevention and control. Three states received $600,000-$1 million to implement their obesity prevention plans. In FY 2005, 23 states receive $300,000 to $450,000 for capacity building. Five states receive $800,000-$1.5 million for basic implementation, bringing the total number of funded states to 28.
